	Matters Arising

	Problem Solving Process
Speed Watch – North Crawley have set up a Speed Watch programme up to the end of September.  The early session is a problem, PCSO’s start their early shift at 8am.  PCSO Gregory to check the insurance policy to ascertain whether an MKC warden can be present at Speed Watch instead of a PCSO.
The question was raised when the next Speed Watch training would take place.  PCSO Gregory stated that this would depend on the number requiring training. PSCO Gregory stated that she did not have an up to date list of all the Speed Watch volunteers.  RW stated that he did have and would send this.
A discussion took place regarding weather conditions for Speed Watch deployments and it was agreed that it was essential that volunteers’ contact details were known in case a deployment had to be cancelled.

MS reported that the A422 had been discussed at the recent Astwood & Hardmead Parish Council Meeting.  If you are travelling from Bedford towards Chicheley past Astwood, there is a turning out of Astwood onto the A422; you cannot see clearly as there is a slight bend.  The parish council would like to have a roundabout, which is very expensive.  The parish council would have liked access to the risk assessment that was undertaken on this stretch of road and should have been consulted on any speed reductions.

Chicheley speed reduction – RRK reported that Neil Biggs had objected to the speed reduction at Chicheley.  RW to take this matter up.
A discussion took place regarding drivers travelling to work at Nissan using the Chicheley Road as a shortcut.  Ken Foxley suggested that the Managing Director of Nissan should be written to advising him of this.

Rubbish – It was noted that litter on the A509 was not too bad.  Throwing of rubbish from a vehicle could be reported either to the Police or the Council, but evidence would be required – details of driver, time of incident etc.  Lavendon undertook a litter pick in July.
MS reported that 45 bags of rubbish following a wedding had been collected by the Council.
Rubbish reported by the bridge in Newton Blossomville that used to form part of the old railway.  Land is privately owner by a farmer.  MKC might be able to advise the land owner how to tackle the problem, by putting up a gate to stop vehicles parking in the area.

Potholes – North Crawley still trying to obtain a programme for Chicheley Road.  RW suggested that it might be an idea to put white lines either side of the road to show the edge of the road.  RW to take this up with Richard Duffill.
